o Interviews for the State Master Gardener Coordinator were held on Monday, 

March 4. Two candidates were interviewed. The hope is to have the new state 

coordinator in place by summer. 

e) Food & Nutrition (Edie, Amanda, Theresa) 

o Certified Food Protection Manager exams are popular and being offered almost 

every week! 

f) Ag & NR (Karen): 

o Radon – received a grant from Colorado Department of Public Health & 

Environment for radon programming in 2019 and to provide free test kits to 

participants. Held six programs for homeowners and two for day care facilities.  

Educated 198 homeowners/day care facility employees to date. 

o Native Plant Master (NPM) Program – Accepting applications for 2019 courses 

and classes.  Three NPM courses will be held at Lory State Park, Red Mountain 

Open Space and Pineridge Natural Area.  One grass identification class at 

Arapahoe Bend Natural Area, and two keying/terminology classes.  Application 

deadline is March 29. 

o Establishment of a pollinator habitat at Poudre Valley REA solar farm at the 

Larimer County Landfill.  We identified four sites to seed with native wildflowers 

and grasses.  A total of 1.7 acres will be seeded on March 13, with two sites 

outside of panels and two under panels. This will be an ongoing project to track 

the success of seeding a disturbed area with native plants. 

o LC Ag Advisory Board – Presentation to County Commissioners on Rural Health 

Crisis:  The Opioid and Suicide Crisis. 

g) Community Development (Sue & Lisa): 

o FLTI class launched in January, FLTI partnerships and funding are also looking 

good! 

o GRANDcares launches its next two-generation program (Powerful Tools for 

Caregivers – Grandfamilies and GRANDcares Youth Club) on March 27. The 

program will run through May 8. Send grandfamilies raising their grandchildren 

our way! 

o Senior Access Points is building on its urban outreach while expanding into rural 

areas.
