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Emerald ash borer was confirmed in Larimer County in September 2019—
just over the county border, about 3 miles west of Berthoud; Alison will be
doing multiple presentations throughout Larimer County to help educate
homeowners and HOAs about this invasive insect

Alison has worked with multiple HOAs the past summer to help assist
them with decisions about landscape water use, including converting areas
to alternative turf species or waterwise plant material, and investing in
better irrigation technology
